“Spelled like it sounds: The game of Boggle might be the best vehicle to describe Joseph Konty's music. His sound is the result of taking the genre cubes of soul, funk, R&B, pop, rock and maybe a smaller one of smooth jazz, putting them together in a clear plastic square and shaking vigorously. Song to song, these cubes dictate a controlling mood, but it's Konty's almost precocious lyrics that will spell out his success. Now based in Portland, Konty hails from Texas. In his music, this translates into a hospitality that is welcoming and comforting, some cross between sitting in a rocking chair on a front porch and grooving on a dance floor.”
